Mission Subcommittee Meeting – “Drawing Others to Faith”

I. Opening Prayer & Quotes –Mother Raggs opened the meeting with a prayer. Members shared quotes on Mission
II. Review the list Committee Responsibilities – The committee reviewed all of the committee responsibilities and the key individuals involved.                                                  
III. Review Committee Projects

A. Rides to Church – Natasha has been discouraged by some of the responses, but remains energetic and hopeful.  Still looking for a good solution to get Mary Kelly and Lavelle to church.  Lavelle does not want to get on TriMet and we are looking into the possibility of pairing her up with Nadine for company. 
Action Item—Natasha will put the process into the Parish the Thought.
B. Foster Parent Program (Parent’s Night Out) – Parents can go out while St. James babysits their children.  Maybe watch a movie, play games, etc.  Possible CPR training?
C. Energy Saving Plan – The lighting project is almost complete!  We spoke of having a promotion for selling light bulbs with an added $1.00 going to outreach.  We can also look into the idea of doing so for rechargeable batteries.  Maybe we could get the teens involved in this.  Would like to have a summary of our progress go out to everyone, so they can be informed and encouraged by our forward momentum.
Action Item –One possibility for the light bulb/battery sale money is to go toward buying a well for a group in need.  Mimi will price this out.
D. Outreach – Shelter from the Storm is a program to end homelessness in Washington.  Churches open their doors in times of extreme weather.  We spoke of possibly doing a dinner for the homeless to compliment these efforts with the idea of getting the Boy Scouts involved and donating hygiene items.  Parent’s Night Out – spoke of maybe doing this in May or June.
Action Items –Souperbowl Sunday – Bring soups for the William Temple House.
IV. Building and Grounds – We had the fire extinguishers checked and they all passed.  Inspector recommended another for the outer office and also would like more alarm pulls, as there is only one.  An arborist looked at our dying trees and said they may still have a chance if we pull the ivy away.  He recommends ripping out all the ivy on the flat surfaces and leaving what is on the slopes.  We need a good format for Spring/Summer maintenance and talked about the possibility of a dry erase board to post schedules or assigned duties.  Also talked about the possibility of renting a goat to attack the blackberrys.
Action Items –Keaka will get rid of the fallen pine branches in the upper area left over from the bad weather.  We want to schedule a day to get together and go through/clean out the shed.  There is a lot of material in there that we don’t even know if the work or not.
V. Wish List – Spoke of starting a “Wish List” of items we could use around the church in hopes that members may be able to fill our needs with items they no longer use.
