Outreach

Rides to church – There is still a need for additional people to give rides to church.  Does Lavelle need a ride?

Need to explore bus rides from specific retirement homes and get on the concierge list.  Explore the use of the OMC van.  Could we use it for pick up at apartment complexes, etc.?  This would need to be coordinated with Evangelism.  We should also publish in our newsletter and bulletin a reminder that King City Transit is available to bring people to church on Wednesdays.

Action:  Invite Natasha to next meeting or ask her to submit a report summarizing the rides situation

Action:  Ask Louise to identify members who need a ride

Energy

Priority list for energy use was reviewed.  Need to update list for vestry of “A” items that still need to be completed.  Elizabeth met with an HVAC contractor to review the heating system and is waiting on a report.  The refrigerator in the Montessori room was discussed as it is an “A” item.  The circulating pump on the large water heater doesn’t work and may not have been fixed due to how much it cost.  The HVAC contractor will give us a price on putting timers on the large water heaters in addition to HVAC review.  The lights that were bought to replace the spots didn’t fit and need to be exchanged.
Action:  Elizabeth will investigate the price of a new regular refrigerator that qualifies for energy credits.

Action: Elizabeth will ask John Schuh about insulation in the attic above the office and the circulating pump.

Action:  Elizabeth will have an updated priority list available for vestry review.

Acton:  Kevin?? will ask Elsie for a summary of bills to compare savings.

Buildings and Grounds

Help is needed with cutting the grass through the end of October.  The rope is broken on the little mower and the tractor needs maintenance in the fall.  The shed needs to be cleaned out.  Kevin wrote a letter to the Oregon Association of Landscape Contractors asking them to help us out with our blackberries and ivy.  They were unable to help at the St. James day clean up but said they would help us out.  Look at a November date for a clean up.  The landscape committee will meet on September 1.  We should find out from Montessori what they would like to see in the courtyard area.
Action:  Kevin will ask John about the wood in the shed and if we can give it away

Action:  Kevin will contact the Oregon Association of Landscape Contractors about a fall clean up.

Outreach

We should pick up the “Adopt a School” idea at our next meeting along with the idea of tutoring at the church.  We do need to have volunteers to make this idea work.  Teens and adults could volunteer.  Mary offered to provide free haircuts to needy school children the first week of September or weekend.   Contacts could be made with the Caring Closet and CFT to identify needy children.

Action:  Mary will contact Ida to get the name of the Caring Closet contact person.  Mary will contact CFT and ask them to identify children that we could offer the service to.
